On The Train

THE CARRIAGES we use were built in the 1960s and 70s by British Rail for mainly InterCity services, but are
now prepared exclusively for special trains such as those featured in this brochure.

SEATING: All seats are reserved, are at a table and line up with the wide windows to give a good view out.
There is normally a choice - see the individual tour details for availability of type.

Standard Class seats are normally arranged in pairs, with one pair facing another across a table.

First Class, First Class Plus and Premier Dining all use First Class carriages. These offer pairs of seats
facing each other across a table, with enhanced leg-room and comfort. There are also a limited number of
‘Table for Two’ seats, which usually attract a premium per person due to their popularity.

Traveliers with mobility problems and disabilities are welcome, However, due to the design and layout of the
carriages, access for fully wheelchair bound passengers is not possible. Please advise us at the time of booking
if you are bringing a folding wheelchair or walker with you.

ON THE DAY: Each passenger is presented with a souvenir brochure. A fun or charity train raffie is usually
organised and there is normally a souvenir sales stand on board.

An experienced train manager and cheerful Pathfinder stewards travel with each excursion.

SEATING REQUESTS are welcome. We will do our best to meet them if made by two weeks beforehand.

General

TIMINGS: The timings printed in this brochure are Pathfinders best estimate at the time of printing. Confirmed
ones, which may vary by up to an hour in either direction, are issued by Network Rail around two weeks prior
to the date of running and are confirmed to travellers with boarding passes.

FARES: Adult and junior (5-15 inclusive) are shown for each excursion. Children under age 5 may normally
travel at no charge, but cannot be guaranteed a seat unless the junior fare is paid. For the comfort of you and
fellow passengers we would appreciate being advised if you intend to bring a child under 5 even if no fare is
being paid. Premier Dining is not considered suitable for under 10 year olds.

PAYMENT OF YOUR BOOKING is normally taken about fourteen days before the date of running.

CREDIT / DEBIT CARD PAYMENTS: Due to the high cost of processing credit cards, a surcharge of 2.5% will be
added to the total value of each booking. There is no surcharge for debit card payments.

GROUP DISCOUNTS: Starting at 5%, these are available for parties of ten or more booked in a single
transaction. For clubs, societies and travel agents we are willing to agree a discount in advance, subject to a
guaranteed minimum number of passengers. Please ring 01453 835414/834477 for further details.

YOUR BOARDING PASS(ES) will be posted to be with you during the week leading up to the excursion and will
include confirmation of the final timings, seat reservation(s) and other details relating to your day out.

For late bookings (those received a week out up to midday on the Wednesday for an excursion that weekend),
your boarding pass(es) will still normally be posted to you by first class post.

Subject to availability of the seating required, we can accept bookings after Wednesday midday, but we will
usually confirm your seat reservation and other details by phone or by email, and your boarding pass(es) will
be handed to you at your seat(s) on the day.

under-appreciated Cumbrian Coast Line.

Excursions to York and its Railfest 2012 Exhibition, Cornish attractions, Mazey Day in Penzance and not least
the magnificent Snowdonia scenery with its narrow gauge railways journey, will hopefully tempt you out of the
armchair.
